C-4.2	Drumming competitions shall be divided into the following classes, add (iii) novice, amateur and professional bass and tenor drumming.





C-15.4	Tenor Drummers – add a third category (c) novice tenor and bass drumming, consisting of flourishing to a four parted march.





C-15.3	Bass Drummers – eliminate (c) the best Bass Drummer in each grade of band competition is judged during the band competition, and (d) the Champion Supreme Bass Drummer designation shall be awarded…





C-5.1	Notification of upgrading shall be given to competitors by 01 November following the close of the competition season.





C-4.1(1), C-4.2(1), C-4.3	replace “Open” with “Professional”.





C-10.3	Novice Amateur Piobaireachd amended such that competitors are to play the ground and the next two passages.





C-8.1	The requirements for Grade 2 Amateur Piping changed to two (2) four-parted 2/4 marches and one (1) four-parted strathspey and one (1) four-parted reel.





C-15	Tenor Drummers – Open and Novice Tenor Drumming contest to be renamed Professional and Novice Flourishing Competition for Tenor Drummers.





B-6	Added… each judge shall receive a score sheet for each band contest which shall list the tunes, time signatures, number of parts, to be played by each band.





General	The PPBSO shall establish a Hall of Fame for individuals who have made significant contributions to the advancement of piping and drumming in Ontario.





The following motions were passed to the Music Board for resolution:





General	Clarify the wording regarding the definition of two-parted tune requirements.
